On May 20 , 2025, Governor Meyer is set to sign into law HB 140, legalizing Assisted Suicide. Despite

many years of opposition and the voices of faith leaders, medical professionals, and the disability

community, the governor has made clear he will not veto the bill. Pray that this law disrespecting the

sanctity of life ignites a movement of pro-life warriors committed to compassion and education.
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3. For the Church
Father, strengthen Your Church to be a bold voice for life - a voice that seeks to dispel the lies of our
culture that tells the vulnerable they’re not worth living. Empower us to bring comfort to the hurting
just as you do. Equip us to stand firmly against the culture of death with love and truth.
