lurge, then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for all people
— for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and
holiness.

Legislators are seeking to enshrine unlimited abortion as a right in the DE Constitution with
Senate Bill 5. Pray that this will be an opportunity for God’s people to proclaim His Truth
throughout Delaware. Pray that good will come from what is meant for evil.

1. For the Public Hearing and Advancing Truth

Lord, let those who communicate about these bills advance Your Truth with courage and clarity [Eph.
6:18-20]. Strengthen those who stand for life and Your design for humanity, that their words may
pierce hardened hearts and convict those who need it. Let there be no confusion, no compromise—only
the undeniable reality that life is sacred because we are made in Your Image. May those who listen be
unable to ignore the Truth, and may their hearts be stirred toward righteousness.

2. For Our Legislators

Lord, you command us to intercede for those in high positions that we may lead a peaceful and quiet
life. This same passage reminds us that You desire for all people to be saved and to come to the
knowledge of the Truth [1 Tim. 2:1-4].

So, we lift up our legislators to you today. Open their eyes to the Truth and soften their hearts so they
may recognize their calling to value Your image-bearers.

Break
the chains of selfishness and fear that drive people to seek control over life itself. Remind us that our
bodies are not our own, but temples of the Holy Spirit, created for Your glory [1 Cor. 6:18-20].

4. In All Things

Father, we trust in Your sovereignty. No law, no government, no worldly power can overthrow Your Truth
[Ps. 33:8-12]. We pray that You would move mightily in this moment, turning what the enemy intends
for evil into a victory for life. We pray that we would stand boldly and faithfully for Your Truth, and
defend the innocent and voiceless, as we have opportunity [Prov. 31:8-9]. May Your will be done!
